Introduction

Hang Seng Management College (HSMC) was established in 2010
through a restructuring of Hang Seng School of Commerce which was
founded in 1980. HSMC is registered under the Post Secondary
Colleges Ordinance (Cap 320) and offers bachelor's and above
degree programmes.

Since its establishment, HSMC has undergone a number of
accreditation exercises by HKCAAVQ, and has fourteen bachelor and
one master degree programmes accredited at QF Level 5 and 6
respectively. In April 2016, HSMC underwent a Programme Area
Accreditation (PAA) exercise, and attained PAA status in eight
programme areas under the previous classification system of 21
Areas of Study and Training covering General Business
Administration, General Management, Marketing, Accounting, Finance,
Translation, Logistics Studies, and Supply-chain Management.

HSMC operated the Bachelor of Journalism and Communication
(Honours) programme since 2011/12. Following the successful re-
accreditation of the programme in March 2016, HSMC commissioned
HKCAAVQ to conduct this PAA exercise.

The accreditation exercise was conducted according to the relevant
accreditation guidelines referred to in the Service Agreement and the
Terms of Reference stated therein. A site visit took place on 8 - 9
December 2016.

HKCAAVQ'’s Accreditation Determination
Having due consideration of the accreditation panel's observations
and comments as presented in this Report, HKCAAVQ makes the

HSMC is considered as meeting the HKCAAVQ accreditation
standards of the Programme Area Accreditation. HSMC has robust
