Introduction

Formerly known as Caritas Francis Hsu College, Caritas Institute of
Higher Education commenced operation in 1985 and was approved to
provide post-secondary education in 1990. The Institute underwent
two Institutional Reviews by the-then HKCAA in 2001 and HKCAAVQ
in 2010 respectively and subsequently developed into a post-
secondary college registered under the Post Secondary Colleges
Ordinance (Cap 320) with degree-conferring status. At present, the
Institute has five full-time degree programmes on offer.

Based on the Service Agreement, HKCAAVQ was commissioned by
the Institute to conduct a learning programme accreditation exercise
with the following Terms of Reference:

(@) To conduct an accreditation test as provided for in the AAVQO
to determine whether the Bachelor of Health Sciences (Honours)
programme of the Institute meets the stated objectives and QF
standard, and can be offered as an accredited programme from
January 2017; and

(b) To issue to the Institute an accreditation report setting out the
results of the determination in relation to (a) above by
HKCAAVQ.
