At present, there are 13
member institutions under VTC, including the Hong Kong Institute of Vocational
Education (IVE) and Youth College (YC). Both IVE and YC offer the Diploma of
Foundation Studies, which was retitled from the New Foundation Diploma accredited
in 2010.

Based on the Service Agreement, HKCAAVQ was commissioned by the Vocational
Training Council (VTC) (JikzEgl%kf= ) (the Operator) to conduct a Re-Accreditation
exercise to assess and determine whether the Diploma of Foundation Studies,
offered by IVE and YC, continues to achieve the stated objectives and meets the
Qualifications Framework (QF) standard at QF Level 3.

The accreditation exercise was conducted according to the relevant accreditation
guidelines referred to in the Service Agreement and the Terms of Reference stated
therein. A 2-day site visit took place on 11 and 12 May 2017.
