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Introduction

HKU School of Professional and Continuing Education (HKU SPACE)
was established by The University of Hong Kong (HKU) as the
Department of Extra Mural Studies in 1956. It was incorporated as a
non-profit-making company limited by guarantee in 1999. HKU
SPACE offers full-time non-local degree programmes through the
College of Business and Finance, the College of Humanities and Law,
and the College of Life Sciences and Technology.

The University of London International Programmes (UoLIP) is the
name given to the collaboration between the Central University and its
Member Institutions to deliver awards to students of the University of
London (UoL) not registered with the Member Institutions. The London
School of Economics and Political Science takes the academic lead
for the Economics, Management, Finance and Social Sciences
(EMFSS) programmes.

A suite of four EMFSS programmes, including the BSc Business and
Management programme (the Programme), were accredited by
HKCAAVQ in 2012 and 2013, and three of them have already been
re-accredited in 2016. These four programmes share most of the
modules, and the delivery of the Programme is interwoven with the
other three EMFSS programmes. This re-accreditation exercise is
conducted in this context.

HKCAAVQ was commissioned by HKU SPACE and UoLIP, jointly as
the Operator, to conduct a learning programme re-accreditation
exercise with the following Terms of Reference:
