3.5 Admission Requirements 

 

 Level 2 in five HKDSE subjects including English Language, 

Chinese Language, and three other subjects in Categories A and 

B which preferably include at least one science subject and no 

more than two Category B subjects; or  

 

 Pass in one AL subject or two AS subjects in the HKALE, AND 

three passes in HKCEE (preferably include at least one science 

subject) plus Level 2 or above in Chinese Language and English 

Language; or 

 

 Completion of Yi Jin Diploma, preferably with a pass in a health 

related elective module; or 

 

 Equivalent qualifications. 

 

 Students that fall short of the minimum entrance requirements may 

be considered and interviewed if they fulfil the following conditions: 

 

(a) aged 21 years old or above on 1 January of the intended year 

of entry; and 

 

(b) completed F.5 with HKCEE results or equivalent; and  

 

(c) have relevant working experiences.
