Sheffield Hallam University (SHU), previously the Sheffield City
University, was granted university title and degree awarding power in
1992 in the United Kingdom (UK).

The accreditation exercise was conducted according to the relevant
accreditation guidelines referred to in the Service Agreement and the
Terms of Reference stated therein. A site visit took place on 1 and 2
February 2018.
